GOLF TOURNAMENT REPORT

Our 2024 Tournament was held on April 12th and was a roaring success. Altogether, the final tally without
adding in the money from our dues payments last fall and winter (99% of which go to the Scholarship
Fund), added up to $30,927. Our goal was $30,000 in order to provide 12 Scholarships ($15K), two for
each of the six high schools in our two county catchment area ($1.5K & $1K) with JROTC units, and $15K
toward the eight local area military charities we support. We made that with extra to spare. Our Board of
Directors met on Tuesday, the 30th of April and we then determined how the money will be distributed.
That information will be in our June newsletter. By the time this newsletter is published, we will have
already distributed scholarship letters and the MOAA JROTC Medal and Certificates to four of the schools
and will do presentations to the other two schools on the 7th and 8th of May.

FLORIDA VETERANS’ BENEFITS

As informed readers, I know you are aware of many benefits available to Florida veterans. I hope you
might find one new in this article.

Basic Property Tax Exemptions

Eligible resident veterans with a VA certified service-connected disability of 10% or greater shall be
entitled to a $5,000 deduction on the assessment of their home for tax exemption purposes. The un-
remarried surviving spouse of a disabled ex-service member is also entitled to this exemption. (FS

196.24)
Additional Property Tax Exemptions

Any real estate owned and used as a homestead by a veteran who was honorably discharged and has
been certified as having a service-connected, permanent and total disability, is exempt from taxation
if the veteran is a permanent resident of Florida and has legal title to the property on January 1 of
the tax year for which exemption is being claimed. (FS 196.081(1))

Certificate of Discharge or Separation

You may request a copy of your military service record by visiting the National Archives online at
. You should assure your surviving spouse or other next of kin has a hard
COpY NOW.

Disabled Veteran Motor Vehicle License Plate

A veteran discharged honorably who has been a resident of Florida continuously for the past five
years or who has established a domicile in Florida, as provided by FS 222.17, may apply for one free
disabled veteran “DV” license plate for an owned or leased vehicle. The veteran must provide proof
of a service-connected 100% disability rating or that the vehicle was acquired through VA financial
assistance. Call (850) 617-2000 or visit www3.flhsmv.gov/dmv/Proc/rs/RS-17.pdf.

Parking for Disabled Veterans

Disabled veterans who have been issued a “DV” plate may park in designated handicapped parking
spaces. Disabled veterans with a mobility impairment may apply for the disabled parking plate with
the wheelchair emblem to avoid possible fines and penalties. No state agency, county, municipality,
or agency thereof may charge the driver of a vehicle displaying a “DV” license plate any fee for park-
ing on public streets, highways were in any metered parking space. Exemptions to this benefit are
found in Florida Statute 316.1964.

cused on real quality-of-life issues important to our service families and retirees. As quallty-of-llfe has
declined, so have recommendations from military families to civilians considering a life in service. The na-
tion’s commitment to an all-volunteer force means enhancing the well-being of military families is a matter
of national security.

LTC Howard “Dan” Hill, USA retired, Florida Council of Chapters Mid-Central Area Vice President, and
Rear Admiral Mike Hewitt, USN, ret, MOAA Board of Directors, met with Emily Caracciolo, a staffer in con-
gressman Webster’s Capitol Hill Office on that day to discuss MOAA'’s Top Priorities for this year’'s Con-
gressional session:

The Major Richard Star Act (H.R. 1282/S. 344): Supports combat-injured veterans by ending an unjust
offset for those who lose a dollar of service-earned retirement pay for every dollar of VA disability
compensation.

The BAH Restoration Act (H.R. 2537/S. 1823): Reverses a DoD policy capping the Basic Allowance for

Housing (BAH) at 95% of local rental and utilities costs — a policy that’s placing a financial burden
on military families.

Protecting TRICARE For Life (TFL): This remains a key issue for all MOAA members — those already
covered by TFL and Medicare, as well as those who'll use the benefit when they turn 65.

In the days preceding that meeting | had sent several Take Action messages as requested by MOAA, and
received a reply from Representative Webster to the one specifically requesting he co-sponsor HR 2537.

Here is an excerpt from that letter:

“Service members are entitled to a BAH, which provides equitable housing compensation based on ac-
tual housing costs in local civilian markets within the U.S .... In FY15, Congress authorized the DOD
to implement a cost-sharing measure and BAH was adjusted to cover 95%. .... A strong military, cou-
pled with a quality support system for military families and veterans, should be one of our nation’s
highest priorities. Rebuilding and restoring our military readiness and improving military pay
and other benefits is one of my top priorities.”

Currently there are 69 co-sponsors of this bill — including 4 from Florida.
Despite his words of support in that message, Cong Webster is not among them.

As all the service chiefs have said numerous times in their testimony on Capitol Hill, the threat to national
security is acerbated by the apparent lack of respect shown toward those who serve from the individuals
who say they are proud to “support our troops” but do not fulfill that promise with timely legislative action.

Major MOAA-Backed Improvements for Troops, Families Part of
HASC Report In Draft NDAA

MOAA'’s involvement with the HASC Panel on Quality of Life has been a collaborative effort since LT Gen
Kelly’s testimony last year..
Rep. Don Bacon (R-Neb.), a retired Air Force brigadier general and MOAA member, chaired the
panel and outlined its mission when he spoke to members during last years AiA event.
Rep. Chrissy Houlahan (D-Pa.), a former Air Force officer and the panel’s ranking member, spoke
during this year's MOAA'’s AiA event on April17th.

Rep. Houlahan said that the base text of the House version of the FY 2025 National Defense Authorization
Act (NDAA) will include recommendations from the panel’s report. Read the report here:

Bacon, Houlahan, and the rest of the panel joined as initial co-sponsors of the new legislation — H.R. 8070,
officially dubbed the Servicemember Quality of Life Improvement Act — which was introduced by Rep. Mike
Rogers (R-Ala.), the House Armed Services Committee chairman, and Rep. Adam Smith (D-Wash.), rank-
ing member.

Standby for MOAA’s Advocacy request on this Bill

MOAA'’s Continuing Fight to Support Combat-Injured Veterans —
Urge Passage of The Major Richard Star Act

MOAA'’s work to keep the unjust treatment of combat-injured veterans at the forefront of lawmakers’ minds
has moved into another gear in recent weeks, but the fight is far from over.

Support for the Major Richard Star Act (H.R. 1282 | S. 344), which would prevent these veterans from los-
ing a dollar of DoD-funded retirement pay for every dollar of VA-funded disability compensation, echoed

through the halls of Congress last week as part of MOAA'’s annual Advocacy in Action (AiA) event, with
hundreds of legislators and staffers hearing from MOAA visitors. The wide maijority expressed support for
the measure; not surprising, as the bill boasts 74 co-sponsors in the Senate and an impressive 327 in the
House.

Even with this high level of support there are stumbling blocks keeping the bill from a vote. The loudest op-
position comes from lawmakers who seek to tamp down any increased spending, to include the funds
needed to fix a clear oversight and restore earned compensation for combat-injured veterans.

Achieving savings by reducing DoD retired pay for combat-injured veterans is an

awful injustice. Continuing to do so during a recruiting crisis is even worse.

MOAA is still urging members to engage their representatives through the Legislative Action Center to ask
them to move the Bill. Please TAKE ACTION AGAIN
Ask Your Lawmakers to include the Major Richard Star Act in the FY 2025 NDAA

STATE LEGISLATIVE REPORT

Throughout the next month, the Governor will be signing various bills passed by Legislature that will be
enacted into law on July 1. Included for signature are:

***HB 725 allowing long term nursing home admission for veterans spouses.

***HB 1329 which changes the mission of Florida Is For Veterans and provides for adequate funding for
various veterans issues and projects.

***HB 1713 authorizes veterans organizations and military recruiters access to public high schools to dis-
cuss military life and patriotic events.

The 2025 Legislature will be in session March--May because of the preceding state elections and the seating
of newly elected members.

The Florida Dept of Veterans Affairs budget that passed included the following appropriations:
***Funding for six additional Veterans Services Officers.

***Four million dollars in trust to maintain state veterans homes.

*¥**One million dollars to fund a dental grant program.

***(One million dollars to fund a the occupational reciprocity system.

Nominations for the Florida Veterans Hall of Fame are due no later than May 31. Nomination forms are
online.

IMPORTANT MESSAGE

MOAA'’s status as a tax-exempt veterans organization precludes it from participating in political
activities, which are defined as intervening directly or indirectly in any political campaign on be-
half of or in opposition to any candidate for public office. We all need to be particularly attentive
to this non-partisanship restriction during this very active political campaign season, when we
are wearing our MOAA hat either individually or on behalf of our Chapters.

MOAA is a registered lobbyist with Congress. This legal designation pertains to the nature of
communications with elected officials and staff. Maybe a better term to describe their effort is ad-
vocacy:

the association does play an active role in the field of military personnel matters

and especially proposed legislation affecting the career force, the retired community,

and veterans of the uniformed services and advocates for a strong national defense

it does not, as an association, become involved in matters pertaining to military

strategy or individual weapons systems of the various services. The association

believes that such decisions can be made only by those who have all of the facts

available to them: today's actively serving military leadership.

MOAA has been recognized for the past 16 years by The Hill News as a TOP Lobbying Organiza-
tion based on its effective advocacy on the issues defined in its governing documents and resolu-
tions, presenting and supporting legislative proposals that provide for the fair and equitable treat-
ment of members of the Armed Forces, including the National Guard and Reserves, military retir-
ees, family members, survivors, and veterans as defined in its federal Charter in 36 USC, chapter
1404.

The Editorial Policy of this Newsletter is consistent with the discussion above.
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Surviving Spouses Corner
